SIMPLE EGGNOG POUND CAKE

1 (18.25 oz.) yellow cake mix

1 (3.4 oz.) pkg. instant vanilla pudding mix
¥4 cup Eggnog

% cup vegetable oil

4 large eggs

Y% teaspoon ground nutmeg

powdered sugar

Heat oven to 350 degrees. Grease 12 cup
fluted tube pan. Combine cake mix, pudding,
eggnog and oil in large mixing bowl until
moistened. Add eggs and nutmeg. Beat on
medium speed 4 minutes. Pour batter into
pan. Bake 40 to 50 minutes or until toothpick
inserted near center comes out clean. Cool 10
minutes. Remove from pan. Cool
completely. Sprinkle with powdered sugar.
